March’s Green Drinks Action Item:  
SIGN UP FOR A CSA! 

 
What is a CSA? 
 
Community Supported or Shared Agriculture (CSA) is also referred to 
as “subscription farming.”  As a subscriber or shareholder you agree 
to purchase a certain quantity of food at regular intervals from a 
local farm.   
 
Why get involved with CSA? 
 
Fresh produce and/or meat, eggs & dairy products!  Support local 
farmers and organic farming practices.  Reconnect with the land and 
learn what its like to eat “in season.”   
 
How do I know which CSA is right for me? 
 
Location, price and food quantity are the three primary variables to 
consider when deciding which CSA farm is right for you.  Each CSA 
farm will offer different types of shareholder packages and drop-off 
locations.  Deciding which one is right for you depends on your 
location and the quantity of food you would like to pick-up on a 
weekly or bi-weekly basis.  Other aspects to consider: the types of 
food offered, location of the farm, size of farm and farm work 
practices.   
 
How much does it cost to join a CSA? 
 
Costs vary depending on the farm and type of shareholder plan.  
Certain farms offer only full bushels of produce on a weekly basis, 
while other farms offer full and half bushels or the opportunity to 
split a box with a friend or neighbor.  
 
I’d like to support CSAs, but can’t afford to join one.  Can I 
volunteer? 
 
The short answer: yes.  The majority of CSAs located in Illinois and 
southern Wisconsin would love to have additional volunteers.  Each 
farm’s needs are different, so the best way to get involved is to give 
them a call and determine which farm works best for you (and 
them!).
